Retrofit and/or replace inefficient HVAC systems and controls
in County owned buildings with new highly efficient systems.
Replace older windows and doors in County owned buildings to
reduce air infiltration and install solar hot water heating
systems. Annual savings potential is $1,150,000 with a payback
period within 10 years.

Because the County owns over 300 buildings this project would
need to be completed by several contractors. Due to the size of
the project local suppliers and contractors would be tasked to
provide materials and sufficient staffing.

This project could begin construction within 90 days.
Project Title: Solar Photovoltaic Falkenburg Warehouse Building 1.

Install a solar photovoltaic system on warchouse building 1 at
Falkenburg Road to reduce electric power consumption.

Energy Efficiency: The installation of a “FlexLight” solar photovoltaic system on
the roof of the existing building would reduce energy costs by
$100,000 per year. This project would pay for itself in 17 years
and would reduce the carbon footprint by 728.1 tons annually.

The system is flexible and lightweight, weighing only one
pound per square foot. Adheres directly to the roof without
penetrations making it hurricane resistant. The triple junction
technology captures the complete solar spectrum enabling
power generation at lower light levels.

Solar Photovoltaic Main Courthouse

Install a solar photovoltaic system on the existing courthouse to
reduce electric power consumption.

The installation of a “FlexLight” solar photovoltaic system on
the roof of the existing courthouse would reduce energy costs by
$110,000 per year. This project would pay for itself in 15 years
and would reduce the carbon footprint by 916.7 tons annually.

The system is flexible and lightweight, weighing only one
pound per square foot. Adheres directly to the roof without
penetrations making it hurricane resistant. The triple junction
technology captures the complete solar spectrum enabling
power generation at lower light levels.
