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INTRODUCTION

Thefollowing isareport to the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) that addresses Paragraph 18
of Resolution R05-022 of the Hillsborough County Truck Route Plan. Resolution R05-022 and the
accompanying Truck Route Map can be found as Exhibits at the end of thisreport. Paragraph 18 of
the Resolution states asfollows. “The Board of County Commissioners shall review this Resolution
in2008.” The Truck Route Plan was last updated by Resolution R05-022 on January 20, 2005.

Prior to the adoption of Resolution R05-022, the Transportation Division of the Planning & Growth
Management Department, at the direction of the BOCC, conducted avery comprehensive study of the
Plan in affect a thetime. The study lasted for dmost the entire year of 2004. It included four public
neighborhood meetings where public input was received and thirteen meetings of the Truck Route
Plan Technical Committee (TRP-TC) where additiona public input was received. Thetota cost of
the update, while never calculated, included numerous advertisements and hundreds of staff hours.
The end result or Resolution R05-022 with al the changes that were made has worked well sinceits
adoption. No requests for changes have been received from the public, al complaints have been
answered, and the Transportation Division staff sees no need for further changes or amendments.

BACKGROUND

BRIEF HISTORY:

In 1994, Hillsborough County officias responded to complaints from citizens that trucks were using
county roads that were not suitable for use by large vehicles. Citizensin the Keystone Areawere
being affected by construction trucks and dump trucks hauling fill dirt and other materids for the
construction of the new Veterans Expressway. The BOCC ultimately responded by adopting the
Hillsborough County Truck Route Plan. Today, citizens remain concerned for the safety and health of
their community, and have expressed their displeasure about trucks using roads adjacent to or near
their homes and along routes they frequently drive. A mgjor goa of past studies has been to
encourage mutual appreciation of the important role trucks play in expanding the economy of the
region, while preserving existing residential neighborhoods.

In 1994, the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) under contract with Hillsborough County
took on thetask of preparing a Truck Route Plan for Hillsborough County. The MPO employed the
services of aconsulting engineering firm and assembled a team consisting of consultants, MPO staff,
and County staff to prepare the plan. After nearly ayear of effort including severa neighborhood
meetings held throughout the County to gain public input, the final Truck Route Plan, prepared by the
MPO, was adopted by the BOCC on November 17, 1994, and went into effect on January 1, 1995.

Contained in the resol ution was a requirement that the Truck Route Plan be brought back to the
BOCC for review in three years. The three-year review requirement has remained in the resolution
and, accordingly, the resolution was updated in 1998, 1999, 2001, and 2005.
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On October 2, 2002, the BOCC held apublic hearing to consider truck weight limitsfor Lithia
Pinecrest Road between SR 60 and CR 39. At the conclusion of the hearing, the Board passed a
motion that directed county staff to review the entire Hillsborough County Truck Route Plan,
hereinafter referred to asthe “Plan”, to seeif recent changesin the county, such as growth of
residentia areas around truck routes, warrant changes. A recommendation that came from staff’s
review was to remove Lithia Pinecrest Road and Bloomingdae Avenue from the truck route plan and
to add them to thelist of restricted roads. This recommendation was not well received by the citizens
of Sun City Center, and at a Sun City Center Town Hall meeting on February 4, 2004, the BOCC
again directed county staff to review the Plan and describe the impacts that can be expected from
changesto the exigting truck routes.

To review the entire truck route plan and make recommendationsto the BOCC, a Truck Route Plan
Technical Committee (TRP-TC) was formed consisting of staff and representatives from various
County Departments and from outsi de agencies throughout the county. From March through
November of 2004, the TRP-TC held atota of 13 meetings, each lasting an average of two hours.
And on January 12, 2005, The Transportation Division of The Planning & Growth Management
Department presented the recommendations approved by the TRP-TC to the Board of County
Commissioners; the outcome of which was Resolution R05-022 that went into effect on January 20,
2005.

DISCUSSION:

Exigting truck routes in unincorporated Hillsborough County consist of State roads and County roads
that have been designated astruck routes. State roads do not fall under the jurisdiction of
Hillsborough County, and are required to accept truck traffic. Therefore, any review of the truck route
plan must start by accepting that al State roads are, and will continue to be, designated truck routes.
County roads may be restricted to through truck traffic by the BOCC, when it isfound to be in the best
interest of itscitizens. Conversdly, truck traffic is an essentid part of everyday lifein Hillsborough
County. Trucks are an important means of sustaining the economic viability of the community by
ddivering productsto stores for purchase; transporting raw materias and finished products for
industries; hauling materiasfor construction of roads, schools, businesses and homes; and serving
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other vita functions. However, trucks must share the roads with persona automobiles, and their sze
and weight cause drivers and pedestrians to fedl intimidated about potentia hazards, both rea and
imagined.

Since the adoption of the Truck Route Plan in November of 1994, the County has received requests
and complaints from citizen groups and individuals regarding truck routes. The County has generaly
responded by considering the requests and complaints and when found to have merit the County has
made changesto the plan. All changesto the plan since 1995 are listed above.

However, since the last update in 2005, very few complaints and no requests for changes have been
received by Planning & Growth Management Department Staff. Complaints usualy stem from
temporary truck hauling on roads that normally are not used for hauling. These complaints have been
dedlt with by explaining the workings of the Truck Route Plan, that the trucks are not breaking any
truck route laws, and that the hauling will stop when the job isdone. Since 2005, al complaints have
been satisfactorily answered, and no requests have been received for changesin the Plan.

With the public’s seemingly general acceptance of the Truck Route Plan asit is, it no longer seems

necessary to review the Plan every three years. Instead, areview of the Plan should occur only when
congderation of specific changesis deemed necessary.

CONCLUSIONS

The Transportation Division of The Planning & Growth Management has reviewed the current Truck
Route Plan and findsiit to be satisfactory.

Paragraph 18 of Resolution R05-022 states. “The Board of County Commissioners shall review this
Resolution in 2008.” The requirement for areview of the Plan every three yearsis no longer seen as
necessary. Instead, the Resolution can be brought up for review when ever the need arises.

Sinceitslast update in January, 2005, al complaints have been dedt with and no requests have been
received for changes.

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY, FLORIDA
RESTRICTING TRUCKS ON CERTAIN COUNTY ROADS
IN HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY

Upon Motion by Commissioner __ Castor , Seconded by Commissioner
Sharpe , the following Resolution was adopted by a 4 to 1 vote.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners is invested with the general
superintendence and control of county roads in Hillsborough County, and is empowered by
Chapter 316, Florida Statutes, to prohibit or regulate the use of highways under its
jurisdiction wherever such regulation or prohibition is necessary to provide for the public
safety and convenience by reason of traffic density, intensive use thereof by the traveling
public, or other reasons of public safety and convenience; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners directed that a Truck Route Plan
Technical Committee conduct a study to determine whether certain roads under the
County's jurisdiction should be free from truck traffic; and

WHEREAS, the Truck Route Plan Technical Committee has conducted such a
study, and has sought input from those in the trucking industry as well as citizens affected
by truck traffic; and

WHEREAS, the Truck Route Plan Technical Committee considered numerous
factors in determining which roads should be free from truck traffic including curve severity,
lane and shoulder width, bridge sufficiency rating, pavement condition, functional
classification, truck accident data, residential character, proximity of schools, proximity of
parks, alternate route availability, bicycle and pedestrian use, noise considerations and
overall system connectivity; and

WHEREAS, the study has shown that certain County roads should not carry truck
traffic; and

WHEREAS, at a public hearing held on January 20, 2005, the Board of County
Commissioners received testimony and other evidence that certain County roads should
not carry regulated truck traffic because of the above listed factors and other County roads
should carry regulated truck traffic.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY
COMMISSIONERS OF HILLSBOROUGH COUNTY, FLORIDA:
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1. That regulated trucks shall be prohibited at all times from using the following
roadways which shall be the "Restricted Roadways" for the purposes of this Resolution:

(a) All local streets and roads in unincorporated Hillsborough County except
as otherwise provided herein.

4, That the designated truck routes and restricted roads shall be depicted on a
map attached to this Resolution as Attachment “A”".

5. That for purposes of this Resolution, regulated trucks shall not proceed over
the restricted roads and shall only proceed over designated truck routes unless the regulated
truck is making a pick-up or delivery or service call requiring use of one or more of the
restricted roads.

6. That if a regulated truck needs to make a pickup, delivery or service call
requiring use of one or more of the restricted roads, the regulated truck shall deviate from a
designated truck route for the sole purpose of making the pick-up or delivery or service call.

f That in no case shall a regulated truck deviating from a designated truck route
to reach its destination cross another designated truck route. In the case of Interstate
Highways or controlled access roads, a regulated truck may cross an Interstate Highway or
controlled access road if there is no access to that Interstate Highway or controlled access
road from the restricted road onto which the regulated truck has deviated.
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8. A regulated truck entering and leaving Hillsborough County must enter and
leave the County on a designated Truck Route unless the regulated truck is making a pick-
up, delivery or service call to a site requiring use of a restricted road, but such a regulated
truck may not cross another designated truck route to reach its destination.

9. That once a regulated truck has made its pickup or delivery or service call, the
regulated truck shall make consecutive deliveries, pick-ups or service calls by returning to a
designated truck route unless the destination of the regulated truck is closer to the truck’s
previous destination than a designated truck route.

10.  That a regulated truck may only deviate from a designated truck route if the
truck has a valid dispatch order, including a radio dispatch, or written proof including, but not
limited to a delivery ticket.

11.  That this Resolution shall not apply to any vehicles operated by the Sheriff's
Office, Fire Department, Hillsborough County, Florida Department of Transportation, or
regulated public service corporations.

12.  That nothing in this Resolution shall prohibit regulated trucks operating under
valid special use permits for land excavation, existing as of the effective date of this
Resolution, from using the haul routes established in their land excavation special use
permits.

13.  That the County shall produce the signs providing notice of these restrictions
and erect said signs at conspicuous places at terminals of all intermediate crossroads and
road junctions with the section of the road to which the notice shall apply.

14.  Thatall signs providing notice of this restriction shall conform to the Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices adopted by the Florida Department of Transportation.

15.  That violation of this Resolution shall subject the violator to penalties listed
under Chapter 316, Florida Statutes.

16. That this Resolution shall become effective upon adoption.

17.  That this Resolution repeals and rescinds Resolution Number R-01-266 upon
adoption.

18.  Thatthe Board of County Commissioners shall review this Resolution in 2008.
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19.  Thatif any portion of this Resolution is found to be invalid or unconstitutional by
any court of competent jurisdiction, it is the intent of the Board of County Commissioners that
such part be deemed a separate, distinct and independent part, and such holding shall not
be construed as affecting the validity of any of the remaining parts.

TRUCK ROUTES

The Truck Route Plan

Hillsborough County limits the movement of “thru-trucks” to
designated routes. This brochure provides a map of the
roadways on which “thru-truck” traffic is allowed. Single unit
tfrucks with three or more axles and non-passenger
combination vehicles must travel on designated truck routes
between their origin and destination to the extent possible,
and must enter Hillsborough County on a designated truck
route. More details about the truck route regulations are
provided in the next section.

Frequently Asked Questions

What trucks are affected by this plan?

Only single-unit trucks with three or more axles and non-
passenger combination vehicles are regulated.  Your
vehicle is regulated if it is similar to one of these profiles:

Where will these trucks be restricted?

The truck route regulations apply to all county roads within
Hillsborough County.  However, the cities of Tampa,
Temple Terrace and Plant City have jurisdiction over truck
traffic on their city roads. Any gquestions about restrictions
in these cities should be directed to the appropriate
jurisdiction as follows:

On Hillsborough County roads, all regulated “thru-trucks”
must use the network of designated truck routes identified
on the map shown on Page 2.

What if | must make a delivery on a road that is not a
designated truck route?

All regulated trucks must use the truck route system.
However, you may leave a designated truck route in order
to make a delivery, pick-up, or service call to a destination
that is not on a designated truck route. While you are
driving to that destination, you may not cross another
designated truck route except an expressway where there is
no access.

After | make a delivery to a destination on a restricted
road, how do | return to the Truck Route System?
You may proceed to your next destination by the shortest
route. However, once you reach another designated truck
route you must utilize the truck route network.

How do these regulations apply at the common
boundaries of Hillsborough County with Pinellas,
Pasco, Polk, and Manatee Counties?

Every regulated truck must enter or leave Hillsborough
County on a designated truck route unless no other route is
available for the sole purpose of making a delivery, pick-up,
or service call. While driving to a point of destination on a
restricted county road, you may not cross another
designated truck route except an expressway where there is
No access.

If | am driving on a restricted road to make a delivery,
how can | prove that | need to do so in order to reach
my destination?

A valid dispatch order, a radio dispatch, or written proof
such as a delivery ticket will be sufficient proof of the reason
for leaving a designated truck route.

Are the truck routes designated with route signs?

No, designated truck routes are not posted with signs.
However, restricted roads are posted with signs similar to
the one shown below. These signs are prominently
displayed where restricted roads intersect with designated
truck routes.

When do these regulations apply?
The Truck Route Plan is in effect 24 hours per day, seven
days per week.
