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In 2005, the Florida State Legislators passed, and the Governor signed, Senate Bill 360
that amended Florida Statute §163.3180, a.k.a. the concurrency statute. Until now,
when a proposed new development failed to satisfy the transportation concurrency
requirements, their options were limited. They could, for example:

1. Perform a detailed traffic analysis to demonstrate that more capacity is available than
is indicated in the Hillsborough County LOS Report;

2. Reduce the size of their development to meet concurrency;

3. Construct the needed road improvements in order to provide the necessary capacity.

With the passage of SB 360, the developers now have another alternative; i.e.,
Proportionate Fair-Share. The new Proportionate Fair Share gives the developers the
opportunity to “pay and go”. That is, they can pay their proportionate fair-share of the
improvements needed to serve their development.

Hillsborough County adopted it’s Proportionate Fair Share regulations November 2, 2006.
The new regulations will make the Proportionate Fair Share option available for developers,
but will not obligate the County to accept Proportionate Fair Share if the proposed new
road improvements on which the proportionate fair-share is based, are not financially
feasible.
