ENFORCEMENT AND PENALITIES FOR ORDINANCE
VIOLATIONS; PROVIDING FOR WASTEWATER DISCHARGE
PERMITS; PROVIDING FOR REPORTING AND MONITORING
PROCEDURES, AND ASSOCIATED FEES; PROVIDING FOR
PROHIBITED DISCHARGE STANDARDS AND PRETREATMENT
REGULATIONS; PROVIDING FOR FATS, OIL AND GREASE
MANAGEMENT; PROVIDING FOR APPLICABILITY AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the standards and requirements of this Ordinance provide the legal authority necessary
to develop and implement the EPA mandated Industrial Pretreatment Program, and;

WHEREAS, the requirements and standards set forth herein are necessary for the health, safety,
and welfare of the employees and citizens of Hillsborough County and the protection of the
environment and natural resources and Publicly Owned Treatment Works of Hillsborough County.

SECTION 1

GENERAL

SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as "The

Hillsborough County Industrial Wastewater Discharge Regulation Ordinance".

PURPOSE. This Ordinance sets forth uniform requirements for Users of the Publicly
Owned Treatment Works (POTW) for Hillsborough County, and enables the County
to comply with all applicable State and Federal laws, including the Clean Water Act
(33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq.), the General Pretreatment Regulations (40 Code of Federal
Regulations Part 403), and the Pretreatment Requirements for Existing and New
Sources of Pollution (Chapter 62-625, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.)).

INTENT.

It is the intent of the Hillsborough County Board of County Commissioners to:

Prevent the introduction of pollutants into the Publicly Owned Treatment Works that

will interfere with its operation;

Prevent the introduction of pollutants into the Publicly Owned Treatment Works that
will pass through the Publicly Owned Treatment Works, inadequately treated, into
receiving waters, or otherwise be incompatible with the Publicly Owned Treatment
Works;

Protect both Publicly Owned Treatment Works personnel who may be affected by
wastewater and sludge in the course of their employment and the general public;

Promote reuse and recycling of industrial wastewater, and sludge from the Publicly
Owned Treatment Works;

Provide for fees for the equitable distribution of the cost of operation, maintenance,

and improvement of the Publicly Owned Treatment Works; and

Enable the County to comply with its National Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System (NPDES) permit conditions, sludge use and disposal requirements, and any
other State or Federal laws to which the Publicly Owned Treatment Works is subject.

This Ordinance shall apply to all Users of the Publicly Owned Treatment Works. This
Ordinance authorizes the issuance of Wastewater Discharge Permits; provides for
monitoring, compliance, and enforcement activities; establishes administrative
review procedures; requires User reporting; and provides for the setting of fees for
the equitable distribution of costs resulting from the program established herein.

ADMINISTRATION. This Ordinance shall be administered by the Hillshorough
County Administrator. Except as otherwise provided herein, the Administrator shall
administer, implement, and enforce the provisions of this Ordinance. Any powers
granted to or duties imposed upon the Administrator may be delegated by the
Administrator to other County personnel.

DEFINITIONS. The following terms or phrases shall have the meanings designated
in this Section, unless otherwise clearly indicated by the context in which they are

used:

"Act or the Act" The Federal Water Pollution Control Act, also known as the Clean
Water Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251, et seq.

"Approval Authority" The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP).

"Authorized Representative of Industrial User or User" An authorized represen-

tative of an Industrial User may be:

A responsible corporate officer if the Industrial User is a corporation. A responsible
corporate officer means:;
A president, secretary, treasurer or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a

principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy or
decision making functions for the corporation; or

The manager of one or more manufacturing, production, or operation facilities
employing more than two hundred fifty (250) persons or having gross annual sales or
expenditures exceeding twenty five million dollars ($25,000,000.00) (in second
quarter 1980 dollars), if authority to sign documents has been assigned or delegated
to the manager in accordance with corporate procedures.

A general partner or proprietor if the Industrial User is a partnership or sole
proprietorship, respectively.

A director or highest official appointed or designated to oversee the operation and
performance of the activities of the government facility, or their designee, if the User

is a Federal, State or local governmental facility.

A duly authorized representative if:

The authorization is made in writing by the individual described in paragraph 1.5.3.1,
1.5.3.2, or 1.5.3.3 above;

The authorization specifies either an individual or a position having responsibility for
the overall operation of the facility from which the Industrial Discharge or regulated
user originates, such as the position of plant manager, operator of a well, or well
field superintendent, or a position of equivalent responsibility, or having overall
responsibility for environmental matters for the company; and

The written authorization is submitted to the County.

If an authorization under paragraph 1.5.3.4 of this definition is no longer accurate
because a different individual or position has responsibility for environmental matters
for the company, a new authorization satisfying the requirements of paragraph
1.5.3.4 of this definition must be submitted to the Director prior to or together with

any reports to be signed by an authorized representative.

"Baseline Monitoring Report (BMR)" The first report required of a Categorical
Iindustrial User which contains the following industrial information: company
information, nature of operation, wastewater flow, nature and concentration of
pollutants, wastewater treatment, environmental control permits, compliance

certification and signatory certification.

“Best Management Practices (BMPs)’ Schedules of activities, prohibitions of
practices, maintenance procedures, and other management practices to prevent or
reduce the pollution of waters of the state. =~ BMPs also include treatment
requirements, operating procedures and practices to control plant site runoff, spillage
or leaks, sludge or waste disposal, or drainage from raw material storage.

"Biochemical Oxygen Demand (BOD)" The quantity of oxygen utilized in the
biochemical oxidation of organic matter under standard laboratory procedure, five (5)
days at 20° C expressed in terms of weight and concentration (milligrams per liter -
mg/l).

"Bypass" The intentional diversion of wastestreams from any portion of an Industrial

User's Treatment facility.

"Categorical Pretreatment Standard or Categorical Standard" Any regulation
containing pollutant discharge limits promulgated by EPA in accordance with Section
307(b) and (c) of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1317) which apply to a specific category of
Users and which appear in 40 CFR Chapter |, Subchapter N, Parts 405-471.

“Chain of Custody (COC)” Arecord of each person involved in the possession of
a sample from the person who collects the sample to the person who receives it in
the laboratory. May contain other pertinent sample handling documentation.

“Code of Federal Regulations (40CFR)” Title 40 of the Code of Federal
Regulations published in a U.S. Government publication, the Federal Register, which

contains environmental regulations.

"Combined Wastestream Formula (CWF)" A formula used to calculate alternative
discharge limits at industrial facilities where a regulated wastestream is combined
with other wastestreams prior to pretreatment.

"Composite Sample" A sample formed by mixing discrete samples taken at

periodic points in time or a continuous proportion of the flow.

“ Control Authority” A public utility that administers a pretreatment program that
has been approved by the Approval Authority in accordance with the requirements of

Rule 62-625.510, F.A. C. In cases where categorical or significant noncategorical
industrial users discharge to domestic wastewater facilities that are not included in
an approved pretreatment program, the FDEP shall function as the Control
Authority until an approved pretreatment program has been established by the public
utility.

"County" shall mean Hillsborough County, Florida.

“ Daily Maximum Limitations” The maximum allowable discharge of pollutants
during a 24 hour period. Where daily maximum limitations are expressed in units of
mass, the daily discharge is the total mass discharged over the course of the day.
Where daily maximum limitations are expressed in terms of concentration, the daily
discharge is the arithmetic average measurement of the pollutant concentration
derived from all measurements taken that day.

"Department” shall mean Hillsborough CountyWater Resource Services

"Dilute Wastestream" The average daily flow (at least a thirty (30) day average)

from:

Sanitary wastestreams where such streams are not regulated by a categorical
pretreatment standard;

Non contact cooling streams (water used for cooling which does not come into direct
contact with any raw material, intermediate product, waste product, or finished
product), boiler blowdown streams, stormwater streams, and demineralizer
backwash streams; provided, however, that where such streams contain a significant
amount of a pollutant, and the combination of such streams, prior to treatment, with
an industrial user's regulated process wastestreams will result in a substantial
reduction of that pollutant, the County, upon application of the industrial user, shall
determine whether such streams should be classified as diluted or unregulated. In
its application to the County, the industrial user must provide engineering,
production, sampling and analysis, and such other information so that the County
can make its determination; or

Any process Wastestreams listed in Rule 62-625.880(1), Florida Administrative
Code (F.A.C.), which were or could have been entirely exempted from categorical
pretreatment standards for one or more of the following reasons:

The pollutants of concern are not detectable in the effluent from the industrial user;

The pollutants of concern are present only in trace amounts and are neither causing
nor likely to cause toxic effects;

The pollutants of concern are present in amounts too small to be effectively reduced
by known technologies; or

The wastestream contains only pollutants which are compatible with the POTW.

"Director" The Director of Water Resource Services of Hillsborough County or his

authorized agent or representative.

"Domestic Wastewater or Sanitary Wastewater" Shall mean wastewater derived
principally from dwellings, commercial buildings, water closets, lavatories, bathrooms
and showers, the strength of which shall normally fall below the following

parameters: BOD (300 mg/l); TSS (300 mg/l); TKN (40 mg/l); and TP (12 mgl/l).

"Effluent" \Wastewater, water or other liquid after some degree of treatment, flowing

out of any treatment device or facility.

"Environmental Protection Agency, or EPA" The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency, or where appropriate, the Regional Water Management Division Director, or
other duly authorized official of said agency.

"Existing Source" Any source of discharge, the construction or operation of which
commenced prior to the publication by EPA of proposed Categorical Pretreatment
Standards, which will be applicable to such source if the standard is thereafter
promuigated in accordance with Section 307 of the Act.

“Fats, Oils, and Grease (FOG)” Any material which is extractable from an acidified
sample of waste by hexane or other designated solvent. This includes any solid,
liquid or ground material of animal or petroleum base that has the potential to
obstruct, deteriorate, or harm any part of the POTW's collection system (i.e. potential
to cause a plant upset, an overflow, or pass through to the surface waters).

"Flow Weighted Average Formula (FWA)" A formuia used to calculate alternative
limits where regulated wastestreams and other nonregulated wastestreams combine
after treatment but prior to the monitoring point.

“Food Service Establishment — Any business or food service facility which
prepares and/or packages food or beverage for sale or consumption. Food service
establishments shall include, but are not limited to, food courts, food manufacturers,
food packagers, restaurants, grocery stores, bakeries, lounges, meat markets,
hospitals, hotels, nursing hdmes, churches, schools, and all other food service
facilities not specifically listed above.

"Garbage" Solid wastes from the domestic and commercial preparation, cooking,
and dispensing of food, and from the handling, storage, and sale of produce.

"Grab Sample" An individual sample collected within fifteen (15) minutes, without

regard to the flow.

“Grease interceptor” A device located underground and outside of a facility
designed to collect, contain or remove waste or grease from the wastewater while
allowing the balance of the liquid waste to discharge to the wastewater collection
system.

“Grease trap” A device located in a facility or under the sink designed to collect,
contain or remove food wastes and grease from the wastewater while allowing the
balance of the liquid waste to discharge to the wastewater collection system,

"Ground Garbage" Solid wastes from the preparation, cooking and dispensing of
food that has been shredded or comminuted to such a degree that all particles will
be carried freely in suspension in public wastewater pipes, with no particle greater
than one-half inch in any dimension.

"Hauler" Any person engaged in transportation or conveyance of liquid wastes to a
County Wastewater Treatment Plant for disposal.

"High Strength Waste" Any waste containing greater than the following normal
domestic waste conventional pollutant concentrations: BOD (300 mg/l); TSS (300
mg/l); TKN (40 mg/l); and TP (12 mg/l).

"Holding Tank Waste" Any waste from holding tanks such as vessels, portable
toilets, campers, trailers, septic tanks, and vacuum-pump tank trucks.

"Incompatible Pollutant” All poliutants other than compatible pollutants as
described in this Ordinance.

"Indirect Discharge" The discharge or the introduction of nondomestic pollutants
from any source regulated under this Ordinance or Section 307(b), (c), or (d) of the

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Act, (33 U.S.C. 1317), into the County's treatment works (including holding tank
waste discharged into the system).

1.5.36 "Industrial User or User" A source of Indirect Discharge.

1.5.37 "Industrial Waste" Any liquid, solid, or gaseous substance or form of energy or
combination thereof, resulting from any process of industrial, commercial,
governmental and institutional concerns, manufacturing, business trade, or research,
including the development, recovery, or processing of natural resources, or from
sources identified in the Standard Industrial Classification Manual of the U.S. Office
of Management and Budget, as amended.

1.5.38 “Instantaneous Maximum Allowable Discharge Limit” — The maximum
concentration of a poliutant allowed to be discharged at any time, determined from
the analysis of any discrete or composite sample collected, independent of the
industrial flow rate and the duration of the sampling event,

1.5.39 "Interference" The inhibition or disruption of the POTW treatment processes or
operations which contributes to a violation of any requirement of the County's
NPDES Permit. The term includes prevention of wastewater sludge use or disposal
by the POTW in accordance with Section 405 of the Act, (33 U.S.C ' 1345) or any
criteria, guidelines, or regulations developed pursuant to the Solid Waste Disposal
Act (SWDA), the Clean Air Act, the Toxic Substances Control Act, the Marine
Protection, Research and Sanctuaries Act, or more stringent State criteria (including
those contained in any State sludge management plan prepared pursuant to Subtitle
D of SWDA) applicable to the method of disposal or use employed by the POTW.

1.5.40 "Laboratory Determination" The measurements, tests, and analyses of the
characteristics of waters in accordance with the provisions of 40 CFR Part 136 -
Guidelines Establishing Test Procedures for the Analysis of Pollutants. These
methods are those contained in the latest edition of the following publications:

"Annual Book of Standards," Part 23, Water Atmospheric Analysis, 1972, a
publication of the American Society for Testing Materials.

"Methods for Chemical Analysis of Water and Wastes," a publication of the
Environmental Protection Agency.

“May” is permissive; “Shall” is mandatory.

“Medical Waste" [solation wastes, infectious agents, human blood and blood related
products, pathological waste, sharps, syringes, body parts, contaminated bedding,

surgical wastes, potentially contaminated laboratory wastes, and dialysis wastes.

"Meter Measurement” The act of or result of determining the quantity of water
supplied or being discharged by a User and determined by an instrument or device
used for such measurements and approved by the Director.

"National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System or NPDES Permit" A permit
issued pursuant to Section 402 of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1342).

"National Prohibitive Discharge Standard or Prohibitive Discharge Standard"”
Any regulation developed under the authority of Section 307 (b) of the Act, and Rule
62-625.400, F.A.C.

"New Source" means:

Any building, structure, facility, or installation from which there is or may be a disc-
harge, the construction of which commenced after the publication of proposed
Pretreatment Standards under Section 307(c) of the Act which will be applicable to
such source if such Standards are thereafter promulgated in accordance with that

Section, provided that:

other source is located;

1.5.46.1.2 The building, structure, facility, or installation totally replaces the process or
production equipment that causes the discharge or pollutants at an existing source,

or

1.5.46.1.3 The production of wastewater generating processes of the building, structure, facility,
or installation are substantially independent of an existing source at the same site.
In determining whether these are substantially independent, factors such as the
extent to which the new facility is integrated with the existing plant, and the extent to
which the new facility is engaged in the same general type of activity as the existing
source shall be considered;

1.5.46.2 Construction on a site at which an existing source is located results in a modification
rather than a new source if the construction does not create a new building,
structure, facility, or installation meeting the criteria of 1.5.46.1.2 or 1.5.46.1.3 above

substantial loss, and contracts for feasibility, engineering, and design studies do not
constitute a contractual obligation under this definition.

"No Discharge Permit' A Wastewater Discharge Permit issued to potential
Significant Industrial Users which prohibits the discharge of regulated wastewater for
a specified period of time.

"Pass Through" A discharge which exits the POTW into waters of the United States
in gquantities or concentrations which, alone or in conjunction with a discharge or
discharges from other sources, is a cause of a violation of any requirement of the
POTW's NPDES/State Permit (including an increase in the magnitude or duration of
a violation).

"Person" Any individual, partnership, co partnership, firm, company, corporation,
association, joint stock company, trust, estate, governmental entity or any other legal
entity, or their legal representatives, agents or assigns. The masculine gender shall
include the feminine, the singular shall include the plural where indicated by the

context.

"pH" A measure of the acidity or alkalinity of a solution, expressed in standard units.
The logarithm (base 10) of the reciprocal of the concentration of hydrogen ions

expressed in grams per liter of solution.

“Pollutant’” Any dredge spoil, solid waste, incinerator residue, filter backwash,
sewage, garbage, sewage sludge, munitions, medical waste, chemical wastes,
petroleum products, biological materials, radioactive materials, heat, wrecked or
discarded equipment, rock, sand, dirt, municipal, agricultural and industrial wastes,
and certain characteristics of wastewater (e.g., pH, temperature, TSS, turbidity,
color, BOD, COD, toxicity, or odor).

"POTW Treatment Plant" That portion of the POTW designed to provide treatment

to wastewater.

"Pretreatment Facilities" Structures, devices or equipment used for the purpose of
removing deleterious wastes from wastewater generated on a premise prior to its
discharge into a POTW.

"Pretreatment Requirements” Any substantive or procedural requirement related

to pretreatment imposed on a User, other than a pretreatment standard.

"Pretreatment Standards" Pretreatment standards shall mean prohibited discharge
standards, categorical pretreatment standards, and local limits. Any regulation
containing pollutant discharge limits promulgated by EPA in accordance with Section
307(b) and (c) of the Act, the State, and the County, which applies to Industrial
Users.

"Pretreatment or Treatment' The reduction of the amount of pollutants, the
elimination of poliutants, or the alteration of the nature of pollutant properties in
wastewater to a less harmful state prior to or in lieu of discharging or otherwise
introducing such pollutants into a POTW. The reduction or alteration can be
obtained by physical, chemical, or biological processes, process changes or other
means, except as prohibited by Rule 62-625.410(5), F.A.C.

“ Prohibited Discharges” Absolute prohibitions against the discharge of certain
substances; these prohibitions appear in Section 5 of this ordinance.

"Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW)" A treatment works as defined by
Section 212 of the Act, (33 U.S.C. 1292) which is owned in this instance by the
County. This definition includes any manholes, wastewater pipes, and pump
stations that convey wastewater to the POTW treatment plant, but does not include
pipes or other conveyances not connected to a facility providing treatment. For the
purposes of this Ordinance, "POTW" shall also include any connections that convey
wastewaters to the POTW from persons outside the County who are, by contract or
agreement with the County, Users of the County's POTW.

"Regulated Wastestream" A wastestream from an industrial process that is

regulated by a Categorical Standard or County limit as set forth in this Ordinance or
permit condition.

"Restricted Permit’ A Wastewater Discharge Permit issued for less than one (1)
year to regulate wastewater discharge from a specific project. The Permit will
automatically expire upon completion of the project.

"Sampling Site" An accessible structure through which wastewater flows and from
which samples of said wastewater may be collected for the purpose of being tested.

“Septic Tank Waste” Any sewage from holding tanks such as vessels, chemical
toilets, campers, trailers, and septic tanks.

“Sewage” Human excrement and gray water (household showers, dishwashing

operations, etc.).

"Shall" is mandatory; "May" is permissive.

"Significant Industrial User" Any Industrial User of the County's wastewater

disposal system who meets any one of the following criteria:

Is subject to Categorical Pretreatment Standards under Rule 62-625.410, F.A.C.
and 40 CFR Chapter |, Subchapter N;

Has a discharge flow of twenty five thousand (25,000) gallons or more per average
work day of process wastewater to the POTW (excluding dilute wastewater),

Has process wastestream equal to or greater than five percent (5%) of the average
dry weather hydraulic or organic capacity of the POTW treatment plant receiving the

flow;

Is designated as such by the County on the basis that it has a reasonable potential
for adversely affecting the POTW's operation or for violating any pretreatment

standard or requirement;

Has in his wastes toxic pollutants as defined pursuant to Section 307 of the Act,
State of Florida statutes and rules, or County regulations; or

Is found by the County, State, or the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to
have significant impact, either singly or in combination with other contributing
industries, on the wastewater treatment system, the quality of sludge, the system's
effluent quality, or air emissions generated by the system.

"Significant Noncompliance" An Industrial User is in significant noncompliance if
its violation meets one or more of the following criteria:

Chronic violations of wastewater discharge limits, defined here as those in which
sixty-six percent (66%) or more of all of the measurements taken during a six (6)
month period exceed (by any magnitude) the daily maximum limit or the average limit
for the same pollutant parameter;

SECTION 2

ENFORCEMENT AND PENALTIES

ENFORCEMENT.

The County Administrator shall designate enforcement responsibility for this
Ordinance to agencies and departments of Hillsborough County government in
accordance with State and local law.

In order to comply with EPA/State requirements and assist in the enforcement of
Federal, State, and local Pretreatment Standards the Board of County Commis-
sioners shall implement, an escalating enforcement procedure. These enforcement
activities, available to the County, are clearly defined in the Industrial Pretreatment
Program Escalating Enforcement Procedures, attached hereto and incorporated by
reference as Exhibit A.

PENALTIES.

Any person who shall violate by negligence or intent, any provision of this Ordinance
shall be subject, upon conviction of a criminal action in a court of competent
jurisdiction, to a fine not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00), or imprisonment in
the County jail for a period not to exceed sixty (60) days, or by both such fine and
imprisonment. However, any person who shall violate by negligence or intent, any
provision of this Ordinance shall be subject, upon conviction of a criminal actionin a
court of competent jurisdiction, to a fine not to exceed two thousand dollars
($2,000.00) a day for each violation or imprisonment in the County jail for a period
not to exceed sixty (60) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment when it is
necessary that the County have authority to punish a violation of this Ordinance by a
fine in an amount up to two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) in order for the County to
carry out a federally mandated program.

In addition to the penalties provided in paragraph 2.2.1, the provisions of this
Ordinance may be enforced by appropriate civil suit or other proceeding in a court of
competent jurisdiction in order to obtain injunctive or other relief to prevent or abate

In addition to the penalties and enforcement provisions identified in Section 2 herein
enforcement action may be pursued by the Director or his designee in the form of
Administrative Fees to address issues of non-compliance, as provided in the
Industrial Pretreatment Program Escalating Enforcement Procedures, attached
hereto and incorporated by reference as Exhibit A.

ALLOCATION OF FEES. To the extent allowed by State law, fees collected
pursuant to violations of Industrial Pretreatment Standards shall be paid into a fund
administered by Hillsborough County Water Resource Services and used specifically
for the implementation and operation of the Hillsborough County Industrial
Pretreatment Program.

Judicial Enforcement Remedies

Injunctive Relief. When the Director finds that a user has violated, or continues to
violate, any provision of this ordinance, a wastewater discharge permit, or order
issued hereunder, or any other pretreatment standard or requirement, the County
may petition for the issuance of a temporary or permanent injunction, as appropriate,
which restrains or compels the specific performance of the wastewater discharge
permit, order, or other requirement imposed by this ordinance on activities of the
user. The County may also seek such other action as is appropriate for legal and/or
equitable relief, including a requirement for the user to conduct environmental
remediation.

A petition for injunctive relief shall not be a bar against, or a prerequisite for, taking
any other action against a user.

Civil Penailties.
A user who has violated, or continues to violate, any provision of this ordinance, a

wastewater discharge permit, or order issued hereunder, or any other pretreatment
standard or requirement may be liable to the County for a maximum civil penalty of

two thousand dollars ($2,000) per violation, per day. In the case of a monthly or
other long-term average discharge limit, penalties shall accrue for each day during
the period of the violation.

The County may recover reasonable attorneys' fees, court costs, and other
expenses associated with enforcement activities, including sampling and monitoring
expenses, and the cost of any actual damages incurred by the County.

In determining the amount of civil liability, the Court shall take into account all
relevant circumstances, including, but not limited to, the extent of harm caused by
the violation, the magnitude and duration of the violation, any economic benefit
gained through the user's violation, corrective actions by the user, the compliance
history of the user, and any other factor as justice requires.

Filing a suit for civil penalties shall not be a bar against, or a prerequisite for, taking
any other action against a user.

REMEDIES NONEXCLUSIVE. The remedies provided for in this Ordinance are not
exclusive. The County may take any, all, or any combination of these actions
against a noncompliant user. Enforcement of pretreatment violations will generally
be in accordance with the County's Industrial Pretreatment Program Escalating
Enforcement Procedures, attached hereto and incorporated by reference as Exhibit
A

However, the County may take other action against any user when the
circumstances warrant. Further, the County is empowered to take more than one

enforcement action against any noncompliant user.

Supplemental Enforcement Action

Water Supply Severance. Whenever a user has violated or continues to violate any
provisions of this ordinance, a wastewater discharge permit, or order issued
hereunder, or any other pretreatment standard or requirement, water service to the
user may be severed. Service will only recommence, at the user’s expense, after it
has satisfactorily demonstrated its ability to comply.

WASTEWATER DISCHARGE PERMITS

WASTEWATER DISCHARGES. It shall be unlawful to discharge without a County
permit to any natural outlet within the County, or in any area under the jurisdiction of
said County, and/or to the POTW any wastewater except as authorized by the
Director in accordance with the provision of this Ordinance.

When requested by the Director, a user must submit information on the nature and
characteristics of its wastewater. The Director is authorized to prepare a form for
this purpose and may periodically require users to update this information.

Best Management Practices (BMPs) are used to control wastewater discharges of a
user. BMPs may be prescribed in conjunction with a wastewater discharge permit

or without a wastewater discharge permit.

WASTEWATER DISCHARGE PERMITS.

General Permits. All Significant Industrial Users (SiUs) or potential SIUs proposing
to discharge to or possessing the capability to contribute to the POTW shall obtain a
Wastewater Discharge Permit or a No Discharge Permit before connecting to or
contributing to the POTW. No Significant Industrial Users shall discharge
wastewater into the POTW without first obtaining a wastewater discharge permit
from the Director, except that a Significant Industrial User has filed a timely
application. A Restricted Permit shall be obtained when required. Users required to
obtain a No Discharge Permit shall submit to the County a certifying statement
professing non-discharge of regulated wastewater. Users required to obtain a
Restricted Permit shall submit a written request to the Director for permission to
discharge project wastewater. Users not obtaining a Wastewater Discharge Permit
within one hundred eighty (180) days of the County's receipt of the permit application
shall forfeit the permit application fee and must re-apply, unless the User can show
that all requests for information and data were responded to and submitted as

required and can demonstrate that the County was unable to comply with
established permit issuance procedures and timeframes.

The Director may require any user(s) to obtain wastewater discharge permits or
adhere to prescribed best management practices, as necessary to carry out the
purpose of this ordinance.

Existing Connections. Any user required to obtain a wastewater discharge permit
who was discharging wastewater into the POTW prior to the effective date of this
ordinance and who wishes to continue such discharges into the future, shall within
ninety (90) days after said date, apply to the Director for a wastewater discharge
permit in accordance with Section 3 of this ordinance.

Permit Application. Users required to obtain a Wastewater Discharge Permit shall
complete and file with the County, an application in the form prescribed by the
County, and accompanied by an appropriate fee. Within one hundred eighty (180)
days after the effective date of a Categorical Pretreatment Standard or one hundred
eighty (180) days after the final administrative decision made upon a Category deter-
mination submission, whichever is later, existing Industrial Users subject to such
Categorical Pretreatment Standards and currently discharging to or scheduled to
discharge to a POTW shall be required to submit to the Director, a permit
application. At least ninety (90) days prior to commencement of discharge, New
Users and sources that become Significant Industrial Users subsequent to the
promulgation of an applicable Categorical Standard shall be required to submit to the
Director a permit application. New Users shall also be required to include in this
report information on the method of Pretreatment the User intends to use to meet
applicable Pretreatment Standards. New Users shall give estimates of the
information requested in paragraphs 3.2.2.5 and 3.2.2.6 below. In support of the
application, the User shall submit, in units and terms appropriate for evaluation, the
following information:

Identifying Information. Name and address of the facility including the name of the

A schematic process diagram which indicates points of discharge to the wastewater
collection system from the regulated processes;

Time and duration of the discharge;

Description of activities, facilities, and plant processes on the premises, including a
list of raw materials and chemicals used at the facility which are or could accidentally
or intentionally be discharged to the POTW,

The site plans, floor plans, mechanical and plumbing plans, and details to show all
water and wastewater pipes, floor drains, and appurtenances by size, location, and

elevation;

Each product produced by type (including proprietary product information), amount,
process or processes, and rate of production;

Type and amount of raw materials processed (average and maximum per day); and

Number and type of employees, and hours of operation, and proposed or actual

hours of operation of Pretreatment system.

Slug and Spill Control Plans. At least once every two (2) years, the Director shall
evaluate whether each significant industrial user needs an accidental discharge/slug
control plan. The Director may require any user to develop, submit for approval, and
implement such a plan. Alternatively, the Director may develop such a plan for any
user.

The slug control plan shall contain at a minimum the following elements:

Description of discharge practices including non-routine batch discharges,

Description of stored chemicals;

In addition, the User shall identify the Pretreatment
Standards applicable to each regulated process and submit the results of sampling
and analysis identifying the nature and concentration of regulated pollutants in the
discharge from each regulated process. Both daily maximum and average
concentration shall be reported. The sample shall be representative of daily
operations. Sampling and analysis shall be performed in accordance with
Subsection 4.1.1.5.6 and 40 CFR Part 136 and amendments thereto.

Compliance Reporting. A statement reviewed by an authorized representative of the
Industrial User and certified to by a qualified professional indicating whether
Pretreatment Standards are being met on a consistent basis and, if not, whether
additional operation and maintenance (O&M) and/or additional pretreatment is
required for the Industrial User to meet the Pretreatment Standards and
Requirements; and if additional Pretreatment and/or O&M will be required to meet
the Pretreatment Standards, the shortest schedule by which the User will provide
such additional Pretreatment. The completion date in this schedule shall not be later
than the compliance date established for the applicable Pretreatment Standard. The

following conditions shall apply to this schedule:

Compliance Schedule Progress Reports. The schedule shall contain increments of
progress in the form of dates for the commencement and completion of major events
leading to the construction and operation of additional Pretreatment required for the
User to meet the applicable Pretreatment Standards (e.g., hiring an engineer,

Failure to submit a timely petition for review shall be deemed to be a waiver of the
administrative appeal.

in its petition, the appealing party must indicate the Wastewater Discharge Permit
provisions objected to, the reasons for this objection, and the alternative condition, if
any, it seeks to place in the Wastewater Discharge Permit.

The effectiveness of the Wastewater Discharge Permit shall not be stayed pending

The industrial user shall submit a list of any pollution control permits held
by or for the facility.

Description of operations. The industrial user shall submit a brief description of the
nature, average rate of production, and Standard Industrial Classification (SIC)
codes of the operations carried out by such industrial user. This description shall
include a schematic process diagram which indicates points of discharge to the
POTW from the regulated processes.

Flow measurement. The industrial user shall submit information showing the
measured average daily and maximum daily flow, in galions per day, to the POTW
from each of the following:

Regulated process streams; and

Other streams as necessary to allow use of the combined wastestream formula of
Rule 62-625.410(6), F.A.C. The County shall allow for verifiable estimates of these
flows where justified by cost or feasibility considerations.

Measurement of pollutants.

The industrial user shall identify the pretreatment standards applicable to each

in addition, the industrial user shall submit the results of sampling and analysis
identifying the nature and concentration (or mass, where required by the

each regulated process. All laboratory analytical reports shall comply with Rule 62-
160.670, F.A.C. Instantaneous, daily maximum and average concentration, {or
mass, where required, shall be reported. The sample shall be representative of daily
operations.

A minimum of four (4) grab samples must be used for any of these applicable tests:
pH, cyanide, total phenols, oil and grease, sulfide, volatile organics, temperature,
dissolved oxygen, chlorine residual, un-ionized ammonia, microbiology, specific
conductance, and dissolved constituents (e.g., orthophosphate, etc.). For all other
pollutants, 24-hour composite samples must be obtained through flow-proportional
composite sampling techniques where feasible. The County shall waive flow-
proportional composite sampling for any industrial user that demonstrates that flow-
proportional sampling is technically infeasible. In such cases, samples shall be
obtained through time-proportional composite sampling techniques or through a
minimum of four (4) grab samples where the industrial user demonstrates that this
will provide a representative sample of the effluent being discharged.

The industrial user shall take a minimum of one representative sample to compile
that data necessary to comply with these requirements.

Samples shall be taken immediately downstream from pretreatment facilities, if such
exist, or immediately downstream from the regulated process if no pretreatment
exists. If other wastewaters are mixed with the regulated wastewater prior to
pretreatment, the industrial user shall measure the flows and concentrations
necessary to allow use of the combined wastestream formula of Rule 62-625.410(6),
F.A.C., in order to evaluate compliance with the pretreatment standards. Where an
alternate concentration or mass limit has been calculated in accordance with Rule
62-625.410(6), F.A.C., this adjusted limit, along with supporting data, shall be
submitted to the County.

All activities related to sampling and analysis shall comply with Chapter 62-160,
F.A.C., and shall be conducted under the requirements of Rule 62-160.300(5),
F.A.C., which is Category 2A.

Source, after commencement of the discharge into the POTW, shall submit at a
frequency determined by the Director but in no case less than twice per year (in
June and December), areportindicating the nature and concentration of pollutants
in the effluent which are limited by such Pretreatment Standards. In addition, this
report shall include a record of all daily flows. At the discretion of the Director and in
consideration of such factors as local high or low flow rates, holidays, budget cycles,
etc., the Director may agree to alter the months during which the above reports are
to be submitted. All periodic compliance reports must be signed and certified in
accordance with Section 3 of this ordinance.

The Director may impose mass limitations on Users which are using dilution to meet
applicable Pretreatment Standards or Requirements, or in other cases where the
imposition of mass limitations are appropriate. In such cases, the report required by
paragraph 4.1.2.1 above shall indicate the mass of pollutants regulated by Pre-
treatment Standards in the effluent of the User. These reports shall contain the
results of sampling and analysis of the discharge including the flow and the nature
and concentration, or production and mass where requested by the Director, of
pollutants contained therein which are limited by the applicable Pretreatment
Standards. The frequency of monitoring shall be prescribed in the applicable
Pretreatment Standard or as deemed necessary by the Director.

The reports required herein shall be based upon data obtained through sampling
and analysis performed during the period covered by the report. These data shall be
representative of conditions occurring during the reporting period. The County shall
require frequency of monitoring necessary to assess and assure compliance by
users with applicable pretreatment standards and requirements.

All wastewater samples must be representative of the user’s discharge. Wastewater
monitoring and flow measurement facilities shall be properly operated, kept clean,
and maintained in good working order at all times. The failure of a user to keep its
monitoring facility in good working order shall not be grounds for the user to claim
that sample results are unrepresentative of its discharge.

If a user subject to the reporting requirement in this section monitors any pollutant
more frequently than required by the Director, using the procedures prescribed in
Section 4 of this ordinance, the results of this monitoring shall be included in the
report.

Non permitted Users. All users not required to obtain a wastewater discharge permit
shall provide appropriate reports and analytical data to the Director as the Director

may require.

Analytical Requirements. All analyses shall be performed in accordance with
paragraph 4.1.1.5.6 and the procedures established by the Administrator pursuant to
Section 304 (g) of the Act and contained in 40 CFR, Part 136 and amendments
thereto or with any other test procedures approved by the Administrator. NOTE:
Where 40 CFR, Part 136 does not include a sampling or analytical technique for the
pollutant in question, sampling and analysis shall be performed in accordance with
the procedures set forth in the EPA publication, Sampling and Analysis Procedures
for Screening of Industrial Effluent for Priority Pollutants, April, 1977, and amend-
ments thereto, or with any other sampling and analytical procedures approved by the
Administrator. All analyses performed within the State of Florida shall be performed
by a Florida State certified laboratory.

Self Monitoring. Industrial Users required to self monitor shall report their findings on
the Industrial User Self Monitoring Report Form in use at the time and submit same
to HCWD.

If sampling performed by an Industrial User indicates a violation,
the User shall notify the Director within twenty four (24) hours of becoming aware of
the violation. The User shall also repeat the sampling and analysis and submit the
results of the repeat analysis to HCWD within thirty (30) days after becoming aware
of the violation, except the industrial user is not required to resample if:

Each user must notify the Director of any planned significant changes to the user’s
operations or system which might alter the nature, quality, or volume of its
wastewater at least thirty (30) days before the change.

The Director may require the user to submit such information as may be deemed
necessary to evaluate the changed condition, including submission of a wastewater
discharge permit application.

The Director may issue a wastewater discharge permit or modify an existing
wastewater discharge permit in response to changed conditions or anticipated
changed conditions.

For the purpose of this requirement, significant changes include, but are not limited
to, flow increases of twenty percent (20%) or greater, and the discharge of any
previously unreported pollutants.

All Industrial Users shall notify the POTW, the EPA Regional Waste Management
Division Director, and State hazardous waste authorities in writing of any discharge
into the POTW of a substance, which, if otherwise disposed of, would be a
hazardous waste under 40 CFR part 261. Such notification must include the name
of the hazardous waste as was set forth in 40 CFR part 261, the EPA hazardous
waste number, and the type of discharge (continuous, batch, or other). If the
Industrial User discharges more than one hundred (100) kilograms of such waste per
calendar month to the POTW, the notification shall also contain the following
information to the extent such information is known and readily available to the
Industrial User: An identification of the hazardous constituents contained in the
wastes, an estimation of the mass and concentration of such constituents in the
wastestream discharged during that calendar month, and an estimation of the mass
of constituents in the wastestream expected to be discharged during the following
twelve months. Industrial Users who commence discharging after the effective date
of this rule shall provide the notification no later than one hundred eighty (180) days
after the discharge of the listed or characteristic hazardous waste. Any notification

under this paragraph need be submitted only once for each hazardous waste
discharged. However, notification of changed discharge must be submitted under
Rule 62-625.600(9), F.A.C..

MONITORING FACILITIES. The County requires to be provided and operated at
the User's own expense, monitoring facilities to allow inspection, sampling, and flow

measurement of the building internal wastewater drainage systems. The monitoring
facility should normally be situated on the User's premises, but the County may,
when such location would be impractical or cause undue hardship on the User, allow
the facility to be constructed pursuant to appropriate permit in the public street or
sidewalk area and located so that it will not be obstructed by landscaping or parked
vehicles. There shall be ample room in or near such sampling manhole or facility to
allow accurate sampling and preparation of samples for analysis. The facility,
sampling, and measuring equipment shall be maintained at all times in a safe and
proper operating condition at the expense of the User. Whether constructed on
public or private property, the sampling and monitoring facilities shall be provided in
accordance with the County's requirements and all applicable local construction
standards and specifications. Construction shall be completed within one hundred
eighty (180) days following written notification by the County.

INSPECTION AND SAMPLING. The County shall inspect the facilities of any User

are being complied with. Persons or occupants of premises where wastewater is
created or discharged shall allow the County or their representative ready access at
all reasonable times to all parts of the premises for the purposes of inspection,
sampling, records examination and copying, and the performance of any additional
duties. The County, Approval Authority, and (where the NPDES State is not the
Approval Authority) EPA shall have the right to set up on the User's property such
devices as are necessary to conduct sampling inspection, compliance monitoring
and/or metering operations, or require installation of, such devices as are necessary
to conduct sampling and/or metering of the user's operations, Where a User has
security measures in force which would require proper identification and clearance
before entry into their premises, the User shall make necessary arrangements with
their security guards so that upon presentation of suitable identification, personnel
from the County, Approval Authority, and EPA will be permitted to enter, without
delay, for the purposes of performing their specific responsibilities.

The Director may require the user to install monitoring equipment as necessary. The
facility's sampling and monitoring equipment shall be maintained at all times in a
safe and proper operating condition by the user at its own expense.

Any temporary or permanent obstruction to safe and easy access to the facility to be
inspected and/or sampled shall be promptly removed by the user at the written or
verbal request of the Director and shall not be replaced. The costs of clearing such
access shall be born by the user.

Unreasonable delays in allowing the Director access to the user’s premises shall be
a violation of this ordinance.

SEARCH WARRANTS. If the Director has been refused access to a building,
structure, or property, or any part thereof, and is able to demonstrate probable cause
to believe that there may be a violation of this Ordinance, or that there is a need to
inspect and/or sample as part of a routine inspection and sampling program of the
County designed to verify compliance with this Ordinance of any permit or order

SAMPLE COLLECTION.

Except as indicated in paragraph 4.5.2, below, the User must collect wastewater
samples using flow proportional composite collection techniques. In the event flow
proportional sampling is infeasible, the Director may authorize the use of time
proportional sampling or a minimum of four (4) grab samples where the User
demonstrates that this will provide a representative sample of the effluent being
discharged. In addition, grab samples may be required to show compliance with

instantaneous discharge limits.

Samples for oil and grease, temperature, pH, cyanide, phenols, sulfides, and volatile
organic compounds must be obtained using grab collection techniques.

TIMING. Written reports will be deemed to have been submitted on the date
postmarked. For reports which are not deposited, postage prepaid, into a mail
facility serviced by the United States Postal Service, the date of receipt of the report
shall govern.

RECORD KEEPING AND CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.

Any Industrial User subject to the reporting requirements established in this
Ordinance shall maintain records of all information resulting from any monitoring
activities. Such records shall include:

Records shall be retained for a minimum of three (3) years. This period of retention
shall be extended during the course of any unresolved litigation regarding the
Industrial User, HCWD, or EPA.

Confidential Information, Information and data about the User obtained from reports,
questionnaires, permit applications, permits and monitoring programs, and from
inspections shall be available to the public or other governmental agency without
restriction unless the User specifically requests and is able to demonstrate to the
satisfaction of the County that the release of such information would divuige
information, processes, or methods of production entitled to protection as trade
secrets of the User and would violate existing laws.

Those portions of a report which are exempt from disclosure_shall not be made
available for inspection by the public, but shall to the extent allowed by law, be made
available upon written request to governmental agencies for uses related to this
Ordinance, the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit,
State Disposal System Permit and/or the Pretreatment Programs; provided,
however, that such portions of a report shall be available for use by the State or any
State agency in judicial review or enforcement proceedings involving the person
furnishing the report. Wastewater constituents and characteristics will not be

recognized as confidential information.

Notwithstanding the requirements contained in Section 4.7, information and other
material considered public information pursuant to applicable law shall be open to
public inspection in accordance with the terms of said law.

PRETREATMENT. Users shall provide necessary wastewater treatment as required

to comply with this Ordinance and shall achieve compliance with all Federal
Categorical Pretreatment Standards within the time limitations as specified by the
Federal Pretreatment Regulations. Any facilities required to pretreat wastewaterto a
level acceptable to the County shall be provided, operated, and maintained at the
User's expense. Detailed plans showing the pretreatment facilities and operating
procedures shall be submitted to the County for review, and shall be acceptable to
the County before construction of the facility. The review of such plans and
operating procedures will in no way relieve the User from the responsibility of
modifying the facility as necessary to produce an effluent acceptable to the County
under the provisions of this Ordinance. Any subsequent changes in the pretreatment
facilities or method of operation shall be reported to and be acceptable to the County
prior to the User's initiation of the changes. All records relating to compliance with
Pretreatment Standards shall be made available to officials of the EPA or Approval
Authority upon request.

Whenever deemed necessary, the Director may require users to restrict their
discharge during peak flow periods, designate that certain wastewater be
discharged only into specific sewers, relocate and/or consolidate points of discharge,
separate sewage wastestreams from industrial wastestreams, and such other
conditions as may be necessary to protect the POTW and determine the user's
compliance with the requirements of this ordinance.

The Director may require any person discharging into the POTW to install and
maintain, on their property and at their expense, a suitable storage and flow-control
facility to ensure equalization of flow. A wastewater discharge permit may be issued
solely for flow equalization.

Grease, oil, and sand interceptors shall be provided when, in the opinion of the
Director, they are necessary for the proper handling of wastewater containing
excessive amounts of grease and oil, or sand. All interception units shall be of the
type and capacity approved by state regulations and codes and shall be so located
to be easily accessible for cleaning and inspection. Such interceptors shall be
inspected, cleaned, and repaired regularly, as needed, by the user at their expense.

Users with the potential to discharge flammable substances may be required to
install and maintain an approved combustible gas detection meter.

CHARGES/FEES.

Costs incurred from the implementation of the Industrial Pretreatment Program will
be recovered from Users of the County's wastewater disposal systems. Users
violating County, State or Federal Pretreatment Standards and/or Regulations shall y
reimburse the County for all damages incurred resulting from such violation including

court costs and legal fees.

An Administrative Charge (for each day of discharge during the first year and for
each week of discharge during subsequent years) will be assessed Restricted Permit
Users.

An Audit Fee will be assessed permittees immediately following an Industrial
Pretreatment Annual Audit.

Users filing a formal written appeal will be assessed a non-refundable Appeal
Charge.

An Industrial Investigative charge per day of investigation will be assessed Users
determined by the investigation to have caused harmful effects to the POTW,
employees and/or the environment as a direct or indirect result of violating County,
State, or Federal Pretreatment Standards.

A charge for Review of Accidental Discharge will be assessed to the User for each

incident reviewed.

Administrative Fee for noncompliance will be charged for each incident of

noncompliance.
A Special Project charge will be assessed Restricted Permit holders.
Other fees as the County may deem necessary to carry out the requirements

contained herein. These fees relate solely to the matters covered by this ordinance
and are separate from all other fees, fines, and penalties chargeable by the County.

SECTION 5

DISCHARGE STANDARDS

GENERAL AND SPECIFIC DISCHARGE PROHIBITIONS.

No User shall contribute or cause to be contributed, directly or indirectly, any
pollutants or wastewater which causes pass through or interference. These general
prohibitions apply to all such Users of a POTW whether or not the User is subject to
National Categorical Pretreatment Standards or any other Federal, State, or County
Pretreatment Standard or Requirement. A User shall not contribute the following
specific substances to any POTW:

Any liquids, solids or gases which by reason of nature or quantity are, or may be,
sufficient either alone or by interaction with other substances to cause fire or
explosion or be injurious in any other way to the POTW or to the operation of the
POTW including, but not limited to, pollutants with a closed cup flashpoint of less
than 140°F (60°°) using the test method specified in 40 CFR, Part 261.21. Atno
time, shall two successive readings on an explosion hazard meter, at the point of dis-
charge into the system (or at any point in the system), be more than five percent
(5%) nor any single reading over ten percent (10%) of the Lower Explosive Limit
(LEL) of the meter. Prohibited materials include, but are not limited to, gasoline,
kerosene, naphtha, benzene, toluene, xylene, ethers, alcohols, ketones, aldehydes,
peroxides, chlorates, perchlorates, bromates, carbides, hydrides and sulfides, and
any other substances which the County, the State, or EPA has notified the User is a
fire hazard or a hazard to the system;

Solid or viscous substances in amounts which may cause obstruction to the flowina
POTW or other Interference with the operation of the wastewater treatment facilities
but in no case solids greater than one-half inch (1/2”) in any dimension_such as, but
not limited to: grease, garbage, animal guts or tissues, paunch, manure, bones, hair,
hides or fleshing, entrails, whole blood, feathers, ashes, cinders, sand, spent lime,
stone or marble dust, metal, glass, straw, shavings, grass clippings, rags, spent

grains, spent hops, wastepaper, wood, plastics, gas, tar, asphalt residues, residues
from refining or processing of fuel or lubricating oil, mud, or glass grinding or
polishing wastes;

Any wastewater having a pH less than 6.0 or greater than 11.0 8.U., or wastewater
having any other corrosive property capable of causing damage or hazard to struc-
tures, equipment, and/or personnel of the POTW,

Any wastewater containing toxic pollutants in sufficient quantity, either singly or by
interaction with other pollutants, to injure or interfere with any wastewater treatment
process, constitute a hazard to humans or animals, create a toxic effect in the receiv-
ing waters of the POTW, or to exceed the limitation set forth in a Categorical
Pretreatment Standard. A toxic pollutant shall include but not be limited to any
pollutant identified pursuant to Section 307(a) of the Act;

Pollutants which result in the presence of toxic gases, vapors, or fumes within the
POTW in a quantity that may cause acute worker health and safety problems;

Any noxious or malodorous liquids, gases, or solids which either singly or by
interaction with other wastes are sufficient to create a public nuisance or hazard to
life or are sufficient to prevent entry into the POTW for maintenance and repair,

Any substance which may cause the POTW's effluent or any other product of the
POTW such as residues, sludges, or scums, to be unsuitable for reclamation and
reuse or to interfere with the reclamation process. In no case, shall a substance
discharged to the POTW cause the POTW to be in noncompliance with sludge use
or disposal criteria, guidelines, or regulations developed under Section 405 of the
Act; any criteria, guidelines, or regulations affecting sludge use or disposal
developed pursuant to the Solid Waste Disposal Act, the Clean Air Act, the Toxic
Substances Control Act, or State criteria applicable to the sludge management
method being used;

Any substance which will cause the POTW to violate its NPDES and/or State

Disposal System Permit or the receiving water quality Standards;

Any wastewater with objectionable color not removed in the treatment process, such
as, but not limited to, dye wastes and vegetable tanning solutions;

Any wastewater having a temperature which will inhibit biological activity in the
POTW treatment plant resulting in Interference, but in no case wastewater with a
temperature at the introduction into the POTW which exceeds 40°C (104°F) unless
the POTW treatment plant is designed to accommodate such temperature;

Any pollutants, including oxygen demanding pollutants (BOD, etc.) released in a
discharge at a flow rate and/or pollutant concentration which, either singly or by
interaction with other pollutants, will cause Interference with the POTW. In no case
shall a slug load have a flow rate or contain concentration or quantities of pollutants
that exceed for any time period longer than fifteen (15) minutes more than five (5)
times the average twenty-four (24) hour concentration, quantities, or flow of the

User's system during normal operation;

Any wastewater containing any radioactive wastes or isotopes of such half-life or
concentration except in compliance with the applicable State or Federal regulations;

Any wastewater which causes a hazard to human life or creates a public nuisance;

Any substance or mixture of substances used to prevent, destroy, repel, or mitigate
any pest (pesticides). Pests can be insects, mice and other animals, weeds, fungi,

or microorganisms like bacteria and viruses,

Any trucked or hauled pollutants, except at discharge points designated by the
Director as follows;

Waste haulers and/or generators must obtain expressed permission from the
Director to introduce hauled waste into the POTW, by submitting appropriate
information and request to the Department. Depending on the type and source of
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
